6. The Unknowns listed on Fxhibit 2, "Unidontificd Tarawa Remains
(Lonc Palm Cemetery)™ arc all of the remeins, "not. yet identified, which
were rocovered: during the concentration of Amcrlcar remeins en TaraWa Atoll
to Lonc Palm Gcmctery. With the cxceptions of John Owen Morris, and
Dewerd W. Dungon, Jr,, the rcmains of all pecrsonncl who met their dcaths
on Tarawa Atoll subscquont to 26 November 1943 have been rceovercd and
identificd. Thercfore it can be conclvded that the Unknowns listed in
